
Love Knot Cookies
Say “I Love You” with a sweet treat  
made from the heart.

Ingredients
6 eggs
2 sticks of butter or margarine
    (melted but not hot)
1 teaspoon of vanilla
5 cups of flour
1 cup of sugar
6 teaspoons of baking powder

Directions
Sift together all dry ingredients, set aside. Then mix eggs, 
vanilla and butter and add to dry ingredients. DO NOT 
OVER HANDLE DOUGH. Form into balls or roll 
dough between hands and twist. Put on ungreased cookie 
sheets leaving space for them to rise. BAKE 350º oven for 
approximately 10-12 minutes. Check frequently. When 
bottom is lightly brown, remove and allow to cool.

Icing
Confectioners sugar, water and almond extract to taste. 
(Mix in a shallow bowl) Make icing thick enough to stay 
on cookies when you dip them. Then set them aside on wax 
paper and add sprinkles (optional). Leave them on paper 
until the icing is dry.
