2 cups flour	 ½ cup raisins or nuts (optional)	

     With electric mixer combine sugar, pumpkin, shortening and orange 
peel.  Stir in flour, baking powder, baking soda, cinnamon and salt.  Stir 
in raisins and nuts (optional). Drop by teaspoons onto ungreased cookie 
sheet.  Bake until light brown.  8-10 minutes at 350º.   Ice with glaze when 
almost cool.

Icing Ingredients
¼ margarine	 1 tsp. vanilla
2 cups powdered sugar	 1 - 2 tsp. milk
